Monday: Listening Log – Choose a singer! Maybe it’s a 
favorite artist of yours, or maybe it’s someone you 
haven’t listened to yet. Listen to a variety of songs by the 
artist and discuss what you like about the artist's singing 
voice. What do you notice about their singing? Use 
music vocabulary whenever possible.
