Expectation: Students will finish their study of this unit by writing the imaginary biography in 10-12 sentences of a refugee or migrant. They will
use the future and conditional tenses to describe what they will or would do if they could asa refugee and then again in their mini oral
assessment with Mme. [Si je pouvais, je + conditionnel...] In addition, students will learn to conjugate and use the new «reverse» verbs of
manquer - to miss and se plaire - to please.
